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Summer Library Festival 2024

How do you spend your summer this year? Will you go travelling or watch the Paris Olympic Games and
support the Hong Kong athletics? Delving into summer reading fun by joining the Summer Library Festival
2024 offered by the Hong Kong Public Libraries is your alternate choice. An array of on-site and online
activities themed on “Walking into Architecture’ are organised for readers to explore the beauty and cultural
merits of buildings in the Mainland and Hong Kong and expand their scope of reading.

Storytelling Theatres

Storytelling Workshop (Cantonese): Participants will learn more about the
Hong Kong architecture with different characteristics. In addition, they can
appreciate historic structures in the Mainland such as the Imperial Palace in
Beijing, the Great Wall, and Siheyuan, a courtyard surrounded by buildings on
four sides.

Storytelling Workshop (English)(Putonghua): Two capybaras will explore with
participants various buildings in Hong Kong.

Target: 4-7 years old

Parent-child Musical

“Writing Hero” :In the musical drama, the protagonist will share with young readers writing tips and raise
their interest in writing.
Target: 4-12 years old
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Parent-child Workshops

Fotomo Hong Kong Stories: As its name suggests, Fotomo is
the combination of “photo” and “model”. In the workshop,
participants will use photos to create the miniature of Hong
Kong iconic buildings and streetscape. They can also gain
understanding of the city’s buildings and Hong Kong stories.
Target: 8-12 years old

DIY Neon Sign Décor: In Hong Kong, neon light signage in
bustling streets makes up famous brilliant night view. In the
workshop, participants will be guided to make their own neon
light signs.

Target: 4-7 years old

Interesting Paper Cutting: Participants will craft Chinese iconic buildings with
paper cutting and drawing.
Target: 8-12 years old

Model of Chinese Architectures: China is a multi-ethnic country which has 56

officially recognised ethnic groups. The buildings made by different ethnic

groups are often distinguishable. Participants will experience making models
of these buildings and understand their culture.
Target: 4-7 years old

STEAM Workshops
Torch Light Painting: Participants will draw buildings with Chinese
culture characteristics and reveal them with a “torch”. The workshop

allows them to understand the effects of light and shadow.
Target: 8-12 years old

DIY Windmill: In the workshop, participants will make mini windmills
and decorate them with Chinese cultural elements. They will also learn
more about the energy development of the Mainland and Hong Kong.
Target: 8-12 years old

Teens and Adults Workshops

Coffee Shanshui Art Workshop: Participants will use materials such as coffee
powder and soft pastel to draw natural scenery and some simple pavilions,
learning the co-existence of buildings and nature in Chinese culture.

Target: 12+

Paper Art Workshop: Participants will create Mainland and Hong Kong
landscapes with papers.
Target: 12+

Online Live Workshops: Watching the online live demonstration through Zoom or HKPL YouTube Channel,
readers may follow instructions to experience watercolour paintings or ink wash paintings. Participants are
required to prepare their painting tools and materials.

“Think Big with Tiny Eyes” Episodes

"Think Big with Tiny Eyes” Episodes will be uploaded to the HKPL YouTube channel. Following the instructions,
readers may enjoy and self-practise ink wash painting, western painting, paper cutting and making handicrafts
such as mini flower plaque.
